
1038 (b) Exemptions - 10% Dead, Dying, or diseased trees fuelwood or split products or removal of slash & woody debris not located within a WLPZ. 
· Purpose: Allows removal of dead, dying, or diseased trees to improve forest health.

· Explanation: This exemption is frequently used by landowners to manage forest health and reduce fire hazards by removing compromised trees.
  1038 (k) Exemptions – Drought Mortality. Harvesting dead or dying trees of any size, fuelwood or split products, in response to drought related stress  (THIS HAS EXPIRED)
· Purpose: Intended for fuel hazard reduction to decrease wildfire risk.

· Explanation: This exemption is used to clear vegetation that could potentially fuel wildfires, helping to create safer forest conditions.
  1038 (a) Exemptions -Exemptions - Harvesting Christmas Trees
· Purpose: For small timberland owners to conduct limited tree removal activities.

· Explanation: Provides a simpler way for small landowners to manage their forests without a full THP, focusing on maintaining forest health and reducing fire risks.
  1038 (f) Exemptions – Small Timberland Owner
· Purpose: Allows for removal of trees to improve growth of remaining trees.

· Explanation: Used less frequently, this exemption supports thinning forests to promote the health and growth of the remaining trees.
  1038 (g) Exemptions – Post Fire Recovery
· Purpose: Specifically aimed at road maintenance and fuel breaks.
· Explanation: Focuses on maintaining roads and creating fuel breaks to support forest access and fire prevention efforts.
·   Purpose: Harvesting trees which are dead or dying as a result ofbecause of wildfire.
·   Explanation: Focuses on the removal of dead or dying trees within three hundred (300) feet from any point of an approved and legally permitted structure, or an approved and legally permitted structure that was damaged or destroyed by wildfire. This supports recovery and safety efforts in areas affected by wildfire.
  1038.3 Exemptions – Forest Fire Prevention
· Purpose: For small timberland owners to remove a limited number of trees annually.
· Explanation: Allows small landowners to perform small-scale logging activities, simplifying the process for managing their forest land. 



· Purpose: The Forest Fire Prevention Exemption allows individuals to remove specific trees that disrupt the continuity of vegetative fuels and tree crowns, aiming to reduce fire hazards such as fire spread, duration, intensity, and ignition potential.

· Explanation: This exemption provides a streamlined process by exempting qualifying activities from the plan preparation, submission, and reporting requirements, allowing landowners to effectively manage their properties for fire prevention. Operations under this exemption must be completed within one year and comply with all relevant forest practices and rules.
